You will digitally submit reading responses prior to the class meeting. These will be useful to you in several ways:

1. They will help you begin a discussion with your fellow classmates and serve as springboards for our discussions.

2. As you begin to teach, these notes will serve as a useful resource.

3. As you think about future research topics, they will serve as a good reference.

Reading Responses Posts
After you have completed the readings in each section, write a response that locates and articulates an argument or theme that draws them together (use your synthesizing skills!). As part of the response, you must cite from our readings at least once. You can also cite material from other sources as you see it relating to the topics/materials. The response should be between 300-500 words. Follow the response with 1-2 big questions or ideas that can be used for discussion. 
I will evaluate them on as less-than-complete (20 pts. or less), complete (25), and above-and-beyond (30).
How, what, when, etc. 

Post these to the appropriate discussion thread in Blackboard prior to that class meeting. To avoid timing out of Bb, you’ll want to write them in Word (or your processor of choice) first. Then copy and paste the text. Please do not post them as an attachment and make sure it’s the right thread.
Your reading responses will be accessible to everyone in the class. You are welcome to post as early or as late as you like as long as they are posted before the class in which we discuss those readings.
